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ABSTRACT

The basic characteristics of the underground environment of Greece are described.
As peculiarities and the human derived threats are analysed. The curnet legislation for the
protection of the underground environment of Greece is quoted and discussed in correlation
with this of other countries. The effectiveness of protection is discussed and references are
made to specific examples. Special references are made to caves with touristic interest.
Finally, the potentialitics that can derive from the knowledge and the protection of the
underground environment are examined.
