Abstract

In this research the
personal information’s visitors, places that these people visited in the protection area, time which is spent
in the area, the activities and also their views and observations for everything the whole area offers,
have been examined. From the analysis and process of the answers that had been given, it occurs that
useful information for the present situation in the area aims to the development of this specific area and
the development of an effective management, orientated to the demands of the visitors. More actions for
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the development of the quality are needed as well as of the provided services, so as these areas will be
more attractive to the visitors.
