ABSTRACT

The development of Geological Monuments and the establishment of the
National Parks and Monuments in the U.S.A. have begun from the end of the 19
century. In 1872, President Ulysses S. Grant established the first National
Park, Yellowstone National Park. That occurred when members of Congress received
copies of official exploration reports from the geologist Ferdinand V. Hayden
(Chief Geologist in the U.S.G.S.). In 1890, three new Parks were established:
the “Sequoia”, the “General Grant”, and the “Yosemite”. Coming next in 1899 the
“Mount Rainier”, near Seattle. The sixth National Park was the “Crater Lake”, in
southern Oregon, in 1902, and the seventh the “Wind Cave”, in South Dakota, in
1903, which was established by President Theodore Roosevelt.

In 1906 the Congress passed «An Act for the Preservation of American
antiquities», authorizing the President of the U.S.A. to establish national
monuments to preserve features of historical and scientific interest. This Act
linked preservation of cultural resources with that of natural resources.

In 1910,the “Glacier National Park” was established, in Montana. The “Grand
Canyon”, 1in northern Arizona, one of the most spectacular examples of erosion,
became National Park in 1919.

In 1916 the Congress passed the National Park Service Act, creating National
Park Service (NPS) within the Department of the Interior. Stephen T. Mather was
the first director of the NPS and the first who applied a Management Project for
National Parks.

Activities, which attracted the wvisitors’ interest, were the camping, the
hiking, the climbing, the skiing, as well the river running.

The Wilderness Act (1964), the National Historic Preservation Act (1966),
the National Trails System Act (1968), and the Wild & Scenic River Act (1968)
showed a new direction to the NPS’ policy. The new legislation encouraged more
and greater efforts towards preservation and environmental education.

Every new National Park establishment, brought about a lot of objections and
reactions by the native inhabitants.

It must be mentioned that, in the U.S.A.:

*= more than 70 National Monuments were established,

"= the National Monuments stretch for more than 1 million acres,

1:The development of the Greek Geological Monuments, following the example of
the United States of America.
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= 54 National Parks were established,

= the National Parks stretch for more than 13 millions acres,

= the National Park Service administrates more than 20 millions acres. In this
area are including National Monuments, National Parks and Conservative Regions

In our country, some geological sites have established as conservative
regions. In spite of what occurred in other countries (like the U.S.A.), a
“Management and Preservation Plan” for each of the Conservative Regions has not
been legislated, nor applied.

Hence, it is necessary to legislate a “Management and Preservation Plan” of
the Geological Monument, which will be contemporary and “compatible” with the
Establishment Act. This Plan must contain a batch of actions for the site
development. Particularly, it must contain the following parts:

The size and the bounds of the Geological Monument.

The land uses in it and around of it.

The zones of absolute protection or relative one in it.

The features, the problems and the special values of it.

The width and the species of technical works, which shall be permitted in it
and around of it.

» The accommodation areas of its administrative and touristic services.

» The reasons and occasions, which have led to the establishment of the
Geological Monument.

» The means of its rational and effective administration.

» The Public Information and Education, giving with publications, special
editions in magazines and newspapers, documentary films, commemorative items,
conferences, meetings, congresses, interviews, etc.

» The Preservation and Compensation Plan of significant Geotopes and
Geological Monuments, whenever these are necessary and possible.

» The prediction of exposing to the public important natural findings and
natural locations along their protection and their complete maintenance.

» The superintendence, the protection and the defense of it.

» The best handling of money and supplies, the best conduct of staff.

» The determination of management authorities.
