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Abstract

Fully engaging students to be actively involved in their own learning seems to be a task
best achieved through active rather than passive learning approaches. Active learning can
enhance motivation, increase inquisitiveness, facilitate retention of material, improve
classroom performance, and foster development of critical thinking skills. This paper puts
forward an active learning approach for the effective teaching of digital maps. Following
presentation of a system of basic rules for effectively using digital maps in the teaching /
learning process, an effort is made to apply this system of rules to a digital topographical
map depicting the area of Western Macedonia.
