GLOBALISATION, WOMEN AND WORK:
WEAK WINNERS AND POWERFUL LOSERS

Abstract

Starting from the premise that socio-economic processes are gendered, all aspects of
globalisation can be expected to affect women. Here | deal with changes in the geography of
production, in labour markets and social protection institutions. The effects of globalisation
are moving in divergent directions and their influence is felt differently in poor and rich
countries. There are winners and losers among men and women too. Feminists are divided
on the issue of globalisation and its implications for women. This paper traces some stylized
facts of the broad and multifaceted process of transformation and arrives at the conclusion
that globalisation creates weak winners and powerful losers.
