POPULAR CULTURE AS AN ELEMENT OF MODERNIZATION IN GREECE:
THE URBAN SPATIO-TEMPORAL DIMENSION

Abstract

Popular culture has a plurality of meanings which are manifested in its interrelationship with high
culture, in the dualistic conception of culture, and in the role of subcultures. Popular culture can be
considered, especially after postmodernism, as an alternative form of culture, and, from the moment
that cultural change is connected with modernization, popular culture can also be considered as an
element of modernization. The fields where this attribute is examined are the following: the relation
between modernization and tradition, the relation between consumption and production, the impact of
two of the most popular arts (music and cinema). The focus is on the urban temporal-spatial
dimension of popular culture as it is manifested in the global-local interrelationship, the differentiated
use of public spaces, and creativity. The aforementioned elaborations are examined in the case of
Greece, especially in the manifestation of the construction of cultural identity in public time-space.
