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Abstract

This proposal attempts to analyze the relationship among tourism and landscape, as well as to
contribute to the research of many scholars upon the evaluation of visual alterations that tourism
development might cause to landscape structure. The particular paper aims at presenting a
methodological framework and accompanying indicators for the analysis of composition and
configuration of fundamental elements and their interrelationships in a tourist landscape.

The objective of this presentation is: a) to address the shortcoming and, b) through the creation of
a set landscape indicators, to investigate the fit of selected models of tourism geography with the
actual state of tourist landscape structure, in a specific case study.

For this purpose, the first section of the article will focus on the analysis of tourist landscapes and
suggest a methodological framework establishing links between tourism and landscape aspects
with landscape assessment methods and landscape indicators, specifically adjusted for tourist
landscape structure analysis. The applicability and validity of well-known tourism geography
models are then tentatively tested, though an empirical application of the proposed set of indicators
in a coastal landscape of Kos, Greece. Specifically, Butler's, Miosec’s, Gormsen’s and Opperman’s
models are investigated with the aid of composition indicators (percentage of tourist vs. non tourist
lands uses, percentage of predominant tourist uses and richness of land uses) and configuration
indicators (degree of network connectivity and spatial distribution of built elements in the tourist
landscape).

The paper attempts to fill a gap in tourist landscape methodological approaches, and specifically
structure analysis. Furthermore, by illustrating the agreement of quantitative research results with
actual landscape state patterns, it explores the validity of existing tourism geography models in
tourist landscape analysis and demonstrates the value of landscape indicators in quantitative
landscape assessment.
