DISASTERS AND THE ENVIRONMENT: CONVERGE AND SEGREGATION
OF RESEARCH AND POLICY DOMAINS TOWARDS AN UNCERTAIN FUTURE

Abstract

The research and policy field of the so called natural disasters has evolved during the
last decades. Initially the discussion was focused on natural phenomena as hazards and on
human adjustments to them. Policies guided towards post-disaster aid and structural
prevention measures. In the next phase the socioeconomic processes generating
vulnerability and risk were highlighted bringing social vulnerability on the spotlight. Disaster
reduction policies directed towards development and the elimination of poverty. Recently the
field of disasters has approached the broader thematic area of the environment with
resilience becoming a common focus, and hazards regain in interest. We argue that present
dynamics and today’s uncertain international context call for an insightful and balanced
reposition of disaster research and policies with respect to the broader domains of
development, environment and security.
