Abstract

This study is an attempt to highlight basic trends around atypical labour expansion in
contemporary Greece. In these frames, the study focuses on part-time, temporary and self-
employment without personnel. Its basic aim is to concentrate on atypical forms expansion in
Greek major urban centers, as compared to other cities or Greek rural areas as well as other
EU countries. The analysis presented draws upon both Labour Force Survey Data taken from
NSSG and other secondary material. Moreover, an interpretation of the present situation,
based on the peculiarities characterizing the Greek mode of accumulation as well as the
modern socio-economic and productive restructurings, is offered. Finally, the study
conceptualizes the divergent expansive rates that characterize atypical (or informal) labour
forms, as a central factor for post-fordist urban agglomerations’ reformation.
