Abstract

The role of city marketing has been continuously more important in Europe. Today it has
become a necessity regarding the processes of world cities competition, tourist attraction,
urban management, local identity and city branding, as well as urban governance. A lot of
European cities support their competitiveness through the development of culture and
tourism. Moreover, the majority of implemented city marketing policies concerns culture and
the tourism. The data are provided by the Interreg IlIC CultMark (Cultural Heritage, Local
Identity and Place Marketing for Sustainable Development) project, which has been in
operation in five European places from the beginning of 2004 till the end of 2006: Nea lonia/
Magnesia/Greece (lead partner), Chester/UK, Kainuu/Finland, Rostock-TLM/Germany and
Pafos/Cyprus. The Municipality of Nea lonia, Magnesia is used as a case study for the
implementation of a City Marketing Pilot Plan. The main aim of this paper is the pre-
evaluation of social-geographical impacts of city marketing in order to analyse its role on
three of the main urban planning functions (housing, work and leisure) as well as in the
changing relationship between the city and the countryside.
