Abstract

Significant transformations at the economic, political, social and spatial levels took place
worldwide have not left Greek urban centers unaffected. Yet, Greek cities continue to
experience substantial problems as a result of their inability to accommodate in full these
pressures for change. To a great extent, these problems reflect the absence of strategic
management on the part of the cities, which in turn is partly due to the lack of information
on their current economic and social structure, their productive and infrastructural capacity,
their strengths and weaknesses and the full set of opportunities and threats they face. On
these grounds, the present research comes to shed light on the urban system of Thessaly
analysing in a holistic way the economic, social and spatial structures of the four cities, and
putting forward a healthy basis upon which an overall urban strategy can be built. To
achieve this, the research has collected and analysed secondary and primary data from field
surveys conducted in the 4 cities under study.
