Abstract

Children form one of the minorities which are invisible in the public space and
unconcerned in public life and in the decision making procedures, forming a new geography
of the exclusion. This reality affects the access of children in rights and freedoms of a
democratic society. Through this study, the need for a radical approach of the geography of
children is raised, which aim is not only to illustrate the social inequalities, like traditional
research does, but also to overstep these inequalities and assist children to become aware
of the factors which produce and reproduce their social and spatial marginalisation in the
city and also to educate them of how to take action and alter these conditions. The proposed
methodology is inspired by critical theory and pedagogy, contributing to children’s
encouragement and empowerment, as a mean of activation and of overstepping
marginalisation by children themselves.
