GROUNDING BODIES:THE 'DEMARCATION'OF GENDERED IDENTITY

Abstract

The concept of social gender and the concept of homeland or of *home’ comprise social
constructions and an inextricable part of cultural practices and social processes, always in
combination with their materiality. The work of the artist Mona Hatoum reconciles the
individual gendered body with the collective geographical place on a political level, bringing
forward the issue of the placing and penetration of the boundaries of both, as well as the
issue of time-endurance of tradition and of stereotypes. Connecting corporeal and
ontological concepts with actual social and political situations, Mona Hatoum deals with the
gendered body and the notion of homeland in parallel and in combination, through the
concepts of inversion, displacement, fragmentation, incompleteness. The identity of the
body and the identity of homeland are placed on the edge and are continuously under
examination. In correlation with the social structures of place, the non-conventional images
of the body and of homeland as edge conditions become in the artist’'s work the way of
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approaching identity —gendered and geographical- of bodies.
