DEMOGRAPHY AND HUMAN SECURITY:
THE CASE OF THE BALKANS

Abstract

The interactions between population dynamics and human security is a new (?) puzzle in
inter-regional research receiving increasing attention. Demographic factors consist a major
variable behind conflicts, poverty, environmental degradation and therefore affect human
security in a region. Recent events suggest that demographic dynamics and population
movements have important ramifications on human security and pose new challenges on
both public policy and international relations as well. Then again natural growth rates and
migratory flows are to a certain degree dictated by the level of security within a state.
During the last decades, radical economic, social and political changes in Southeastern
Europe changes have been followed by or interacted with major demographic developments.
Since the onset of transition, fertility fell steeply while mortality has followed complex
patterns. Meanwhile, migration turned into the most intense and prominent of all
demographic trends in the region. The aim of this paper is to offer an overview of the
possible linkages between migration and demography on one hand and human security on
the other, focusing on the case of Southeastern Europe. Though the theoretical framework is
