GEOGRAPHICAL DISTRIBUTION OF FOREIGN DIRECT
INVESTMENTS IN CHINA

Abstract

Recently China has emerged as one of the most significant recipients of Foreign Direct
Investment (FDI) at global scale. The massive penetration of FDI has led to an impressive
improvement of macroeconomic indices. However, it has widened pre-existed social,
economic and spatial inequalities, as well. This paper focuses on the impact of FDI in the
evolution of regional inequalities in China. The great majority of FDI has been directed to
the densely-populated eastern coastal regions since they are characterized by significant
comparative advantages (favorable relative location, large urban centers, abundant labour)
and have been further benefited by a series of specially designed FDI attraction policies
(improvement of infrastructure, tax evasion).
