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Abstract

Until recently, scientific approaches to the concept of “conscience”, including its cognate concept
of “consciousness”, have mostly been anthropocentric, leaning on philosophy, psychology,
physics and biology/ neuroscience, and focusing either on the functions of human brain/ mind/
body, either on ethical codes embodied in humans. The objective of this paper is the introduction
of the first integrated geographical, “more-than-anthropocentric” approach to the study of human
conscience, to which the factor of “space” is argued to be of paramount significance. The
application of the study of conscience to spatial matters is expressed by the term “spatial
conscience”; it is determined by all sorts of human-space interrelations and interactions and
modulated by human perception, emotion and behaviour.
